To relax
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Villa Baulieu is located in a 17th century historic park. 
This park is composed of several spaces creating different 
moods for all types of events.

The labyrinth of boxwood and the temple of love : 
arranged in the XVIIe, geometrically organized in 
symmetry, on both sides of a central axis and a basin 
with a jet of water, stage the south facade of the Villa. 
The Temple of Love offers a magnificent aerial view of the 
whole. It rests on a cave of freshness of the XVIIe. In the 
continuity of the Temple of Love, we can discover the scents 
of the many varieties of roses composing the Rose Garden.

The Nymphaeum: at the end of a beautiful perspective 
drawn from the main gate of the Villa, the Nymphée of 
the XVIIe animate with its presence all the northeastern 
sector of the gardens. Leaned up to the wooded hill, it is 
overlooked by a small belvedere guarded by a muse.

The park of the basins: it extends to the north of the 
Villa, throughout the lower part of the gardens. Sheltered 
from the mistral and at the shade of large trees, the walk is 
pleasant.
The water stream, the waterfall, the basin of the castle and 
the basin of Diane bring their freshness. 
Beyond extend the cultivated lands of the estate.

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With the market of the day, exclusively with seasonal 
and local products, the butlers prepare, on request, meals 
served in the dining room of the castle, in the Orangery 
facing the French gardens or in the Cour Basse with the 
murmur of the fountain, for up to 24 guests. Other places 
in the gardens are also available during the day to 
organize especially chic picnics.

Villa Les Granges, with family or friends
This property with Provencal architecture type bastide, about 310 m2, can accommodate families 
or group of friends, up to 10 people. It is located in the enclosure of the property Villa Baulieu. 
The living room and open kitchen of 111 m² at ground floor, the 3 bedrooms, 3 bathrooms on the 
first floor as well as the children’s room have been decorated by contemporary artists. The basin 
of private swimming pool, surrounded by a large terrace, offers a breathtaking view of the Alpilles 
and the Lubéron.
Adjoining the Villa, a fully equipped studio to accommodate teenagers, bodyguard, nanny or 
private driver.
Butler service, housekeepers and restaurants are available.

of Mas Bottero (Provence), Fabrice Dallais of the 
Promenade (Touraine).

Gourmet meals, food and wine pairings, for small 
groups or privatization, are concocted by partners 
and starred chefs, Eric Sapet of the La Petite Maison 
Cucuron (Lubéron).
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Decorated in a sleek style with the great classics 
of contemporary design, seminar or meeting rooms 
offer formats ranging from 18 to 88 people. With 
a view of the park, the vineyard or the cellars, 
they are equipped with suitable equipment : video 
projectors, wi-fi, telephone, Nespresso machines, 
desk, wireless microphone…

� Wine safari : 45 minutes of hiking aboard a 4 x 4 for furrow the 170 hectares of the vineyard, 
almond trees plantations, olive trees and fig trees fields and discover the mystery of the truffles. 

� Truffle hunt : During the summer and winter seasons, Villa Baulieu organizes a «wine and truffle 
workshop» during which we “cave”truffles using a specially trained dog, before tasting culinary 
preparations around the black diamond in association with the wines of the property.

Accompanied by a guide, we can discover the diversity 
of soils : basalt, clay-limestone, pebbles ...

• When the weather is favorable, an overview of the vineyards by helicopter or in microlight makes 
it possible to better appreciate this diversity.

• If you prefer to see the sea, a boat trip in the coves of the Provencal Mediterranean, one of the 
peculiarities of the region, can be organized for groups of 6 to 12 people.

• Within 20 km, 5 golf courses (Port Royal, Cabre d’Or, Sainte Victoire, Aix-Marseille, Bouc Bel Air) 
and a canoe course on the river Durance from Lauris.

Six expressions of « oenotourism »
to understand and share the wine

Representing more than just a drink, wine is part of our civilization and of our culture. It is a symbol of 
conviviality, sharing, history, traditions. VILLA BAULIEU offers six different expressions of «oenotourism» 
to welcome those who want to understand, share, know the region, feel the terroir.

All these services are offered in Prestige Room and the hosts receive two gourmet gifts, productions of 
the estate: a bottle of wine and a bag of almonds.

WINE ROUTE : visit of the cellars and the vineyard in a 4 x 4 with discovery of the reasoned ecosystem 
of Villa Baulieu, dinner or lunch with wines from the property.

CYCLING : provision of mountain bikes and helmets, picnic basket in isothermal backpack, visit of the 
agricultural and viticultural domain.

AGROTOURISM : visit of the agricultural and wine estate (300 hectares in total) in 4 x 4, wine and cheese 
tasting.

OXYGÈN, RELAXATION & VINES : well-being massage (choice of several traditional techniques in the vineyards 
or in the Rose Garden), meditation and Hammam.

CULTURE & HERITAGE : guided tour of the property (parks and gardens), presentation of the highlights of 
the history of Villa Baulieu over the centuries, tasting of 3 wines from the estate, entries for the Vasarely 
Foundation in Aix en Provence.

WINE & TRUFFLE ROUTE : accompanied by a passionate truffle grower, participation in a digging supported 
by explanations on the culture of the truffle. Visit of the estate in 4 x 4 or of the cellars. Making and 
tasting with truffles, especially truffle scrambled eggs. Estate’s wine tasting. 
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Vines, almonds, olive trees, truffles
The Mediterranean in glasses 

and on plates
The vineyard of VILLA BAULIEU consists of 4 parcels forming a closed of 12 hectares of 170 
hectares of vines in the Beaulieu area. At the heart of an oval crater in the forest of Trévaresse, 
volcano formed under the Miocene era 17.5 million years ago, it dominates the valley of the 
Durance, 430 meters above sea level.

In addition to clay-limestone soils, a large part of the vineyard is planted in clay characterized by 
the presence of basalt, which is the basis for the development a real typicity of wines.

In the same way that fashion designers and luxury craftsmen use talents of «little hands», to 
embroider, assemble ... At VILLA BAULIEU, each gesture shapes and sublimates the contours of 
Grands Vins de Provence. Manual picking ripe and firm bunches, neat vinification in small
vats adapted to each vintage ... Villa Baulieu white and red as well as the Cuvée Bérengère in white 
and red have acquired their acclaim with amateurs and the most demanding specifiers.

Twenty hectares of agroforestry landscape have been recreated around the Concernade which 
takes its source on the domain, on the side of the crater.

Height hectares of almond trees whose fruits are part of the Calisson of Aix, 5 hectares of 
truffle oaks without forgetting the olive trees and the fig trees, complete the Domaine de Beaulieu 
productions and shape the typical landscape from this corner of Provence.
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When Beaulieu became Baulieu

Proprierty of the Counts of Provence, built in the fiefdom of Henry III in 1576, the most great 
Provencal families succeeded one another in Beaulieu.
The Alamanon, Agoult, Oraison, Pontleroy, but also the Tournefort and Candolle resided there, all 
attentive to preserve this exceptional soil. The tradition is maintained still today within the Guénant 
family who acquired this magnificent property in 2001, making VILLA BAULIEU, one of the most 
welcoming sites of the region.

Villa, Seigneurie, Domain, Bastide, Castle then again Villa, Beaulieu is built and flourished over 
the centuries. It was the Jullien’s and Besson’s who built, solidly anchored on its basalt base, the 
current Italian style castle to which that replaced the old Bastide.

With the exception of the four towers that surround it dating from 1805, the castle has not
changed since then, even though a modernization of the main courtyard and the first floor
was done around 1780.

These changes on the eighteenth century are probably due to the architect Vallon.
However, the white marble fountain of the courtyard of honor, attributed to Veyrier, date from the 
original construction of the 17th century.

As for the park, drawn in the seventeenth, has been modified in its southern part in the18th 
century and replaced by a French garden, and the eastern part in the nineteenth century, always 
respecting the perimeter of origin.

The gradual restoration, started in 2002 and finished in 2012, magnifies the spirit of places and 
this heritage preserved in its integrity.
Today, Beaulieu has even found his old writing, Bau-lieu, and Villa has replaced castle.

Basins and aqueducts feed all the fountains. The biggest basin is 4.50 m deep. It overlooks the 
estate.

This quiet area, trees, imprinted with its history,
is the omen of absolute rest
